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EHRLICH, J. 

We take jurisdiction of this case pursuant to article V, 

section 3(b)(5) of the Florida Constitution, because the district 

court certified a question to be of great public importance. 

Gage v. State, 461 So.2d 202 (Fla. 1st DCA 1984). The question 

is identical to the certified question answered in the negative 

in Cochran v. State, No. 66,388 (Fla. Sept. 5, 1985). 

Accordingly, we answer the certified question in the negative

here, and approve the decision of the district court. 

It is so ordered.
