for review of the report of the referee and the entry of an 

appropriate judgment. Our jurisdiction is based on this Court's

The report of the referee states that, 'in response to the 

complaint of The Florida Bar, the respondent submitted an 

unconditional guilty plea for a consent judgment on discipline. 

The Florida Bar in turn filed a motion for approval of the 

consent judgment on discipline. Accordingly, the referee found 

respondent guilty of professional misconduct and recommended a 

public reprimand and two years of probation involving scrutiny of 

respondent's trust accounting practices. 

Neither party seeks review of the referee's report, which 

merely finds facts that respondent admitted and imposes 

discipline to which respondent consented and which the Bar agreed 

to recommend and did recommend. We approve the findings of fact 

and recommended disciplinary measures. Fla. Bar Integr. Rule, 

art. XI, Rule 11.09 (3) (f) .
