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PER CURIAM.

We have before us a proposed amendment to Rule of Civil
Procedure 1.100(c). We approve the recommendation and adopt a
modified version of the proposed amendment.

In response to the need for additional and more reliable
information required by this Court to formulate requests for the
certification of new judges and for court management purposes in
general, Chief Justice James E. Alderman created the Court
Statistics and Workload Committee, which was composed of chief
judges, clerks of the circuit court, and trial court
administrators. That committee delivered its initial report on
October 31, 1984, recommending major changes in the Summary
Reporting System (SRS). Among other recommendations, the
committee suggested that:

The Supreme Court should adopt a rule requiring

attorneys to caption all initial circuit civil

pleadings with the appropriate SRS case type

designation in order to assist the clerks' offices

in identifying the correct case type for SRS

purposes. The rule should provide that pleadings not

properly captioned should not be accepted for filing

by the clerk except by an order of the Court.

The Committee reasoned that it would be easier and more
accurate for the attorneys filing an action to determine the
appropriate case type than it would be for non-lawyer clerk

personnel. The new reporting procedures were implemented in a

few selected circuits on a pilot basis and evaluated.



Additionally, we have reviewed the comments of trial judges,
lawyers, and other interested parties who responded to the
publication of the proposed rule.

Based on these responses, we have modified the proposal
presented by the committee and hereby amend Rule of Civil
Procedure 1.100(c) as follows:

Rule 1.100. Pleadings and Motions
(c) Caption.

(1) Every pleading, motion, order,
judgment or other paper shall have a
caption containing the name of the court,
the file number, the name of the first
party on each side with an appropriate
indication of other parties and a designa-
tion identifying the party filing it and
its nature or the nature of the order, as
the case may be. BAll papers filed in the
action shall be styled in such a manner as
to indicate clearly the subject matter of
the paper and the party requesting or
obtaining relief.*

(2) A civil cover sheet (Form 1.997)
shall be completed and filed with the clerk
at the time an initial complaint or
petition is filed by the party initiating
the action. If the cover sheet is not
filed, the clerk shall accept the complaint
or petition for filing; but all proceedings
in the action shall be abated until a
properly executed cover sheet is completed
and filed. The clerk shall complete the
civil cover sheet for a party appearing pro
se.

(3) A final disposition form (Form
1.998) shall be filed with the clerk by the
prevailing party at the time of the filing
of the order or judgment which disposes of
the action. The clerk shall complete the
final disposition form for a party
appearing pro se, or when the action is
dismissed for lack of prosecution pursuant
to Rule 1.420(e).

This amendment shall become effective July 1, 1986.
