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OVERTON, J.

We accepted for review Johnson v. State, 536 So. 2d 270 (Fla. 3d DCA
1988), in which the Third District Court of Appeal reversed the trial court's
sentencing of Johnson "on the authority of Miles v. State, 636 So. 2d 262 (Fla.
3d DCA 1988)." 536 S0. 2d at 270. We had previously accepted jurisdiction in
Miles, and we approved the Third District's decision in our opinion in State v,
Miles, No. 73,841 (Fla. Mar. 15, 1990). The decision below is consistent with
our decision in Miles, and there is no longer a basis for review in this Court.
Accordingly, the petition for review is dismissed.

It is so ordered.
