constraint. We recently rejected the use of a multiplier in 

assessing legal constraint points in Flowers v. State, No. 76,854 

(Fla. Oct. 3 ,  1991). 

Accordingly, we quash the opinion below and vacate 

Fields's sentence. We remand for resentencing with instructions 

to recalculate Fields's scoresheet consistent with our opinion in 

Flowers. 

It is so ordered.
