We have for appellate review Ovadia V. CRH Properties,

766.101(6) (b), Florida Statutes (1989), violate the constitution.
We have jurisdiction based on article V section 3(b)(1) of the
Florida Constitution.

We affirm the decision below on the authority of

Psychiatric Associates'v. Sieqel, Nos. 76,844 and 76,917 (Fla.

December 3, 1992).
