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PER CURIAM.

Upon the authority of Scates v. State, 17 F.L.W. S467

(Fla. July 23, 1992), we quash State v. Forrest, 588 So. 2d 72

(Fla. 4th DCA 1991), and remand with directions to reinstate
Forrest's probation.
It is so ordered.
