We have for review Sessions v, State, 597 So.2d 832 (Fla.

3rd DCA 1992), 1in which the Third District Court of Appeal
certified its decision as being in conflict with the decisions of

Act, section 775.084, Florida Statutes (1989). We have

and quash the decision under review based on the authority of our

decision in Lamont v. State, nos. 79,586 & 79,946 (Fla. Dec. 24
