We review State v. Manning, 5 9 5  So. 2d 307 (Fla. 4th DCA 

1 9 9 2 ) ,  in which the court certified the same question answered by 

this Court in Scates v. State, 1 7  F.L.W. S 4 6 7  (Fla. J u l y  2 3 ,  

1 . 9 9 2 ) .  Upon t h e  authority of Scates, w e  answer the certified 

question i.n the affirmative. W e  quash the decision below and 

remand, w i . t h  directions to reinstate Manning ' s probat ion .
