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PER CURIAM. 

The d e c i s i o n  under  r ev iew,  Bravo v .  Gulf & Western Food 

Products, 593 So.2d 1180 (Fla. 1st DCA 1992), which relied on 

Keller K i t c h e n  Cabinets v. Holder, 586 So.2d 1132 (Fla. 1st DCA 

1.991),  quashed ,  17 Fla. L .  Weekly S601 (Fla. Oct. 1, 1 9 9 2 ) ,  is
