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PER CURIAM.

We have for review Dykstra-Gulick v. Gulick, 604 So. 2d

1282 (Fla. 5th DCA 1992), which certified a question of great
public importance recently answered by our opinion in Waite v.
Waite, 18 Fla. L. Weekly S311 (Fla. May 27, 1993). We have
jurisdiction. Art V, § 3(b)(4), Fla. Const. The decision below
is quashed, and this cause is remanded for reconsideration in
light of Waite.

It is so ordered.
